Candidates who have achieved a score between 180 and 190 (Grade A) have demonstrated ability at CEFR Level C1. Candidates who have
not achieved a passing grade in FCE, but score between 140 and 159, receive a Cambridge English certificate stating they demonstrated

ability at CEFR Level B1.
